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George Washington Carver (1860 - 1943)
was an American agricultural scientist and
inventor who promoted alternative crops to
cotton and methods to prevent soil depletion
like crop rotation. This helped farming and
the growth of healthy crops.
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Plants

Deciduous trees lose their leaves in the autumn every year. Their
leaves are generally broad, flat and have veins running through
them.

Evergreen trees have green leaves all year round. Their leaves are
generally thick and waxy or have narrow like needles.

Fruit and vegetables are also types of plants.

Common garden flowers are chosen by people to grow and look
after.

A wild plant will grow by itself. It does not need to be cared for. If
it grows somewhere unwanted, it may be a weed.
