Mary Stevenson Cassatt (May 22, 1844 — June 14, 1926) was an
American artist who lived in France for many years. She often
painted mothers and children.

‘Children Playing On The Beach' was created in 1884 by Mary
Cassatt in the Impressionist style.

In 1884, Cassatt went with her unwell mother to Spain to enjoy
the seaside climate, hoping it would make her feel better. This
painting is believed to have been painted after her return from
this trip, and finished in her studio.
