What were the causes of World War 2?

The Treaty of Versailles ended World War | between Germany and
the Allied Powers. Because Germany had lost the war, the treaty
was very harsh against Germany. Germany was forced to ‘accept
the responsibility’ of the war damages suffered by the Allies.

conscription

In Germany, Adolf Hitler and the Nazi Party rose to power. The
Germans were desperate for someone to turn around their
economy and restore their national pride. Hitler offered them
hope.

The main allied countries were Great Britain, the United States,
France and the Soviet Union (Russia).

The main axis countries that were led by Adolf Hitler were
Germany, Italy and Japan.
