C C Vocabulary for Learning

Tactics: Tactics are a carefully planned set of
actions that are used by a team or an
individual to attain a certain goal.

Transition: is defined as the process of
recognising and responding after losing or
regaining possession.

Marking: Marking is when the attacking player
has received the ball and you are making it
difficult for them to pass the ball on by
restricting their options.

Rebound: A rebound occurs when an
attacking player has a shot, misses and the ball
hits the backboard or hoop. A rebound allows
players from the attacking or defending team
to make an attempt to regain possession.

Q{e Sport Specific Vocabulary

Travelling: is a violation of a rule that occurs
when the attacker in possession of the ball
moves both feet without dribbling. Possession
changes when an attacker commits a travelling
offence.

Double dribble: A double dribble occurs
when the attacker in possession dribbles the
ball with two hands simultaneously or begins
to dribble again after stopping. When

an attacker commits a double dribble

offence possession changes. o
