Continue to say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and know at least 10
digraphs such as ch, th, ng and nk.

Read red words: are, so, go, all, her

Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending and read
aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic
knowledge, including some common exception words.

Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to by retelling stories and
narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary.
Anticipate key events in stories.

Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about
stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role-play.

Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a
letter or letters.

Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.

Talk about the lives of people around them and their roles in society. Discuss
some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing
on their experiences and what has been read in class.

Begin to understand the past through settings, characters and events
encountered in books read in class and storytelling.

Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation,
discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps.

Know some similarities and differences between different religious and cultural
communities in this country and explain some similarities and differences
between life in this country and life in other countries.

Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing
pictures of animals and plants.

Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them
and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been
read in class and understand some important processes and changes in the

natural world around them, including the seasons and changing states of matter.

Begin to use a computer to log in and out of an application.
Explore which materials float and sink.
