 Reading Writing Maths Humanities 

Reception 1 reading for pleasure book sent 
home. Read to the child by their 
parent/s. 
 
1 Read, Write, Inc book. (Picture 
books progress to books with 
words/sentences). 
 
Story time of the week. A recording 
of a staff member reading a story for 
children to listen to. 
 
Red words (Set from Autumn 2 
according to the children’s reading 
ability). Children learn the words by 
site and through various learning 
techniques. 

Writing tasks posted on Tapestry 
from Spring 2. Outcomes uploaded 
to Tapestry by parents. 
 
Word of the week sent home to be 
used and practised. 
 
Soundbook throughout the year to 
consolidate sounds. For those able 
to do so, whole word and sentence 
practice.  
 
 

Maths activities (starting in Autumn 
2) posted on Tapestry. Outcomes 
submitted on Tapestry by parents. 
 
Additional maths packs to further 
consolidate learning for targeted 
children, as required. 
 
Numbots (starting in Spring- 
optional).
